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The people of Haiti continue to face new hardships each day. As of Tuesday, Febru-
ary 9th, the Haitian government has raised the estimated death toll to at least 230
000, not including bodies that still remain buried in the rubble. Families struggle

daily to locate loved ones, and find ways to secure food sources.

For those that have survived, the reality of living in mass camps is beginning to set
in. Currently, over 500, 000 people are living jammed into tent cities and sharing
open bathing areas. As a result of these living conditions, new health risks are on
the rise. Health workers fear epidemics of respiratory and intestinal disease, which
will exacerbate the existing issue of malnutrition. Many babies and children are
dying of dehydration, particularly those who no longer have mothers to breastfeed
them.

Please continue to pray for those surviving one day at a time. The necessity to
rebuild and re-establish a high level of quality care is very real, as is the need for
financial support.
